In making these determinations, the Board shall consider whether each student has sufficient textbooks and/or
Instructional materials to use in class and to take home. However, this does not require that each student have
two sets of materials. The materials may be in a digital format as long as each student, at a minimum, has and
can access the same materials in the class and to take home as all other students in the same class or course in
the district and has the ability to use and access them at home. Howevar, the materials shall not be considered
sufficient if they are photocopied sheets from only a portion of a textbook or instructional materials copied to
address a shortage. (Education Code 60119}

For the 2008-09 through 2012-13 fiscal years, the Board shall also make a determinatlon that all students within
the District who are enrolled in the same course have "identical” standards-aligned textbooks or instructional
materials from the same adoption cycle, as defined in Education Code 1240.3, 80119, and 60422, (Education
Code 1240.3, 42605)

If the Board determines that there are insufficient textbooks and/or instructional materials, the Board shall
provide information to classroom teachers and to the public setting forth, for each school in which an
insufficiency exists, the percentage of students who lack sufficient standards-aligned textbooks or instructionall
materials in each subject area and the reasons that each student doss not have sufficient textbooks and/or
instructional materials. The Board shall take any action, except an action that would require reimbursement by
the Commission of State Mandaies, to ensure that each student has sufficient materials within twe months of the
beginning of the schoot year in which the determination is made. (Education Code 60119)

The Governing Board encourages teachers to use supplementary instructional materials that are relevant to
curriculum objectives and compatible with district goals and objectives. By using such materials, teachers can
introduce content and instructional strategies that enrich the curriculum, enhance learning, help students make
critical judgments, and stimulate their intellectual growth.

Teachers shall carsfully preview all supplementary instructional materials in order to ensure that, in their
professional judgment, the matetials are:

1.  Directly related to the course of study in which they are being used; and,

2. Appropriate for students' ages and maturity levels.

Supplementary instructional materials must also be consistent with criteria developed for the selection and
evaluation of other instructional materials. If the teacher believes that the materials may be in conflict with
district criteria, the teacher shall confer with the principal or designee before using them.

When using supplementary materials, teachers shall provide appropriate introductory and follow-up activities. In
addition, teachers shall ensure that supplementary materials do not supplant the use of basic texts or teaching
activities.

All materials must be used within legal copyright limits.

Films

When a teacher desires to show a film that has not been approved by the District or county for use in the grade
level taught, the teacher shall preview the film to determine whether In his/her professional judgment it is
consistent with district criteria for the selection of instructional materials. All films must be appropriate for the
curriculum and the students’ ages.

If the teacher has any questions about how estahlished district critetia apply o the film, he/she shall confer with
the principal or designee before showing the film.

The Governing Board recognizes that instructional materials and school equipment are valuable resources. The
Superintendent or designee may establish procedures in accordance with law to protect instructional materials
and equipment from damage or loss.

Instructional materials provided for use by students remain the property of the District. Students are responsible
for returning borrowed materials in good condition, with no more wear and tear than usually results from normal
use.

When materials are lost or so damaged that they are no longer usable, the student shall be responsible for
reparation equal to the current replacement cost of the materlals. When materials are damaged but still usable,
the Superintendent or designee shall determine a lesser repair charge.

If it can be demonstrated to the Superintendent or designee's satisfaction that the student has taken all
reasonable precautions to safeguard instructional materials issued to him/her, the Superintendent or desighee
may excuse the student/parent/guardian from payment of reparation.

If reparation is not excused and not paid by the student or parent/ guardian, the District may initiate due process
procedurss to withhold the student's grades and transcripts.

The Board desires to use a variety of evaluation measures to reach the above-stated goal. To have validity, tests
must correspond to the material that is being taught and measure the extent to which students meet clearly
specified standards of achievement.

The effectiveness of the schools, teachers, and district shall be evaluated in part on the basis of these student
assessments.

When district wide and school-level results of student assessments are published, the Superintendent or

designee may provide supplementary Information to assist parents/guardians and the local community in
interpreting test results and evaluating school performance.

The Governing Board desires to use the results of the achievement tests to evaluate the performance of district
students in achieving state academic standards and in comparison to the performance of students across the
state. The Superintendent or designee shall administer mandatory student assessments within the state
Standardized Testing and Reporting {STAR) Program as required by law and in accordance with Board policy
and administrative regulation.

The Board strongly encourages alt students at the applicable grade levels to participate in the STAR
assessments in order to maximize the usefulness of the data and enable the District to meet participation levels
required for state and federal accountability systems. The Superintendent or designee shall notify students and
parents/guardians about the importance of these assessments and shall develop strategies {o encourage
student participation. Students shall be exempted from participation only in accordance with law and
administrative regulation.

The Board shall annually examine STAR results by school, grade level, and student subgroup in the Board's
discussion of each school's ranking on the statewide Academic Performance Index. If the STAR performance
level of the school is below the Board's established expectations, the Board may conduct an assessment of the
reasons for the performance results and may adopt a performance improvement plan in accordance with
Education Code 52056.

In the administration of standardized tests, staff shall not:

1.  Provide inappropriate test preparation;

Modify test administration procedures, except as allowed by law;
Provide inappropriate assistance to students during test administration;
Change or fill in answers on student answer sheets;

Provide inaccurate data on student header sheets;

Discourage or exclude certain students from taking the test; and,

Engage in any other practice to artificially raise student scores without actually improving
underlying student achievement.

Preparation for State Tests

Staif may prepare students for assessments by providing instruction in the content specified in
state and district academic standards and teaching general test-taking strategies that are
designed to improve their performance on tests included in the Standardized Testing and
Reporting program, the California High School Exit Examination, or the California English
Language Development Test. Such strategies may include, but not be limited to, using time
efficiently, understanding directions, placing answers corractly on answer sheets, checking
answers, problem-solving tactics, and expoesing students to various test formats.

The Superintendent or designes, principals, and teachers shall not implement any program of
specific preparation for the statewide student assessment program or a particular test used
within that program. (Education Code 60611)

Practice tests provided by the publisher of the state achievement iest may be used for the
limitad purpose of familiarizing students with the use of scanable test booklets or answer sheets
and the format of test items. No alternate or parallel form of the test shall be administered or
used. (b CCR 854)

Staif shall not use released test questions 10 develop practice tests that mimic or parallel staie
tests, or for teaching or drilling students only on the released itermns.

Investigation and Consequences of Testing Irregularities

Reports of student cheating on assessments shall be submitted to the principal or designee for
investigation. Students found to have cheated on assessments shall be subject to disciplinary
procedures in accordance with Board policy and administrative regulations.

A staff member found to have committed testing irregularities shall be subject to discipline in

accordance with law, where applicable, coliective bargaining agreements, Board policy, and
administrative regulations.

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that the District observes all publisher licensing agreements
between vendors and the District, including menitoring the number of users permitted by an agreement. Unless
the applicable licensing agreement authorizes multiple users of a single program, the District shall not make
multiple copies of a computer program or seftware, Staff members shall {ake reasonable precautions to prevent
copying or the use of unauthorized copies on school equipment.

The Governing Board recognizes that school library media centers support the educational program by providing
access to a variety of informational resources. The Board desires fo provide school libraries with up to date
books, reference materials, and electronic information resources necessary to promote literacy, support students
in achieving academic standards, and prepare students to become lifelong learners.

School libraries shall be open for use by students and teachers during the school day. (Education Code 18103)

Library Plan

Whenever a school receives state funding for school and library improvement pursuant to Education Code
41570-41573, the school site council shall develop & single pian for student achievement which incorporates a
district wide plan for school libraries. (Education Code 415672)

Selection and Evaluation of School Library Materials
Library materials shall include print and electronic resources that align with the curriculum and are accessible to
students with varying cognitive or language needs.

District staff shall evaluate and select materials in accordance with law, Board policy, and administrative
regulation and shall use professional selection aids and standards. The selection process shall invite
recommendations from administrators, teachers, other staff, parents/guardians, and students as appropriate.

Library materials should be continually evaluated in relation to evolving curricula, new formats of materials, new
instructional methods, and the needs of students and teachers. Materials that contain outdated subject matter or
are no longer appropriate shall be removed, and lost or worn materials may be replaced.

All gifts and donations of school library materials shall be subject to the same criteria as materials selected for
purchase by the District.

Complaints regarding the appropriateness of library materials shall be addressed using the District's procedures
for compiaints regarding instructional materials.

Fees

Students shall be allowed to borrow school library materials at no charge for use in the library and classrooms as
well as out of school. (5 CCR 16042}

No charge will be assessed for the late return of materials.

Library Instruction

District staff shall provide library instruction to develop students' information literacy skills. Such instruction shall
be aligned with state academic standards for library instruction and shail prepare students to:

1. Access information by applying knowledge of the organization of libraries, print materials, digital media,
and ather sources;

2. Evaluate and analyze information to determine appropriateness in addressing the scope of inguiry;
3. Organize, synthesize, create, and communicate information, and,

4. Integrate information literacy skills into all areas of leamning and pursue information independently to
become life-long learners.
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District staff aiso may provide support to teachers, administrators, and other staff by identifying instructional
materials that will aid in the development of curriculum and instructional activities and by providing information
about effective and ethical uses of school library services and equipment.

Reports

The District shall, on or before August 31 each year, report to the California Department of Education of the
condition of its school libraries for the precedeing year ending June 30. (Education Code 18122)

The Governing Board intends that technological resources provided by the District be used in a safe,
responsible, and proper manner in support of the instructional program and for the advancement of student
learning.

The Supetintendent or designee shall notify students and parents/guardians about authorized uses of district
computers, user obligations and responsibilities, and consequences for unauthorized use and/or unlawful
activities in accordance with district regulations and the District's Acceptable Use Agreement.

Before a student is authorized 1o use the District's technological resources, the student and his/her
parent/guardian shall sign and return the Acceptable Use Agreement specifying user obligations and
responsibilities. In that agreement, the student and his/her parent/guardian shall agree not to hold the District or
any district staff responsible for the failure of any technology protection measures, violations of copyright
restrictions, or user mistakes or negligence. They shall also agree to indemnify and hold harmless the District
and district personnel for any damages or costs incurred.

The Superintendent or designee, with input from students and appropriate staff, shall regularly review and
update this policy, the accompanying administrative regulation, and other relevant procedures to enhance the
safely and security of students using the district's technological resources and to help ensure that the district
adapts to changing technologies and circumstances.

Use of District Computers for Online Services/internet Access

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that all district computers with Internet access have a technology
protection measure that blocks or filters Internet access to visual depictions that are obscene, child
pon;ography, or harmful to minors and that the operation of such measures is enforced. (20 USC 6777, 47 USC
254

To reinforce these measures, the Superintendent or designee shall implement rules and procedures designed to
restrict studenis’ access to harmful or inappropriate matter on the Internet and to ensure that students do not
engage in unauthorized or unlawful online activities. Staff shall supervise students while they are using online
services and may have teacher aides, student aides, and voluntears asslst in this supervision.

The Superintendent or designee also shall establish regulations to address the safety and security of students
and student information when using email, chat rooms, and other forms of direct electronic communication.

The Superintendent or designee shall provide age-appropriate instruction regarding safe and appropriate
hehavior on social networking sites, chat rooms, and other Internet services. Such instruction shall include, but
not be limited to, the dangers of posting perscnal information onfine, misrepresentation by online predators, how
to report inappropriate or offensive content or thraats, behaviors that constitute cyberbullying, and how to
respond when subjected to cyberbullying.

The Governing Board may provide a guidance program to enhance academic achievement and
emotional security. The Board recognizes that some students are in greater need of guidance than
others. The guidance program shall serve students' diverse needs and shall encourage productive
learning experiences.

Guidance assistants may identify and work with those students whose personal problems may prevent them
from functioning up to their potential. To promote learning and good behavior, staff shali provide positive
correction and seek to enhance the student's sense of responsibility and self-esteem.

Guidance assistanis shall make every effort to respect student confidentiality as appropriate and shail consult
with the Superintendent or designee whenever unsure of how to respond to a student's personal problem.
Parental consultation and consent shall be obtained as appropriate.

Crisis Counseling

The Board recognizes the need for a prompt and effective response when students are confronted with a
traumatic incident. School counselors shall assist in the development of the comprehensive school safety
plan, emergency and disaster preparedness plan, and other prevention and intervention practices designed
to assist students before and after a crisis.

In addition, the Superintendent ot designee shali identify crisis counseling resources to train district staff in
appropriate response techniques and/or fo directly help students cope with such crises if they occur.

Early identification and intervention plans shall be developed to help identify those students who may be at risk
for violence so that support may be provided before they engage in viclent or disruptive behavior.

The Superintendent or designee shall consult with teachers, principals, administrators, other appropriate school
personnel, and parents/guardians of participating students in the development, periodic review, and, as
necessary, the revision of a local educational agency (LEA) plan. The plan and any revisions shall be submitted
fo the Governing Board for approval. (20 USC 6312)

The plan shall address the components specified in 20 USC 6312, which describe the assessments, strategies,
and services the District will use to help low-achieving students meet challenging academic standards.

The initial plan shall be submitted to the California Department of Education (CDE) and approved by the State
Board of Education. Subsequent revisions of the plan shall be kept on file in the District.

Comparability of Services

State and local funds used in schools receiving Title | funds shall provide services that, taken as a whole, are at
least comparable to services in schools that are not receiving Title | funds or, if all district schools are receiving
Title | funds, that are substantially comparahle in each school. Comparability may be determined on a school-by-
school basis or by grade span. {20 USC 6321)

To demonstrate comparability of services among district schools:
1. The Board shall adopt and implement a district wide salary schedule;

2. The ratio of students to teachers, administrators, and other staff at each Title | school shall not exceed 110
percent of the average ratio across non-Title | schools;

3. Salary expenditures at each Title | school shall be no less than 90 percent of the average salary expenditure
across non-Title | schools;

4. All District schools shall be provided with the same level of base funding per student for curriculum and
instructional materials; and,

5. The Superintendent or designee shall maintain records of the quantity and quality of instructional materials
and equipment at each school.

In determining comparability, the District shall not include staff salary differentials for years of employment. The
District also may exclude unpredictable changes in student enrollment or personnel assignments that occur after
the beginning of the school year, state and local funds expended for language instruction educational programs,
state and local funds expended for the excess costs of providing services to disabled students, and supplemental
state or local funds expended in any school attendance area or school for programs that specifically meet the
intent and purposes of Title |. (20 USC 6321)

At the beginning of each school year, the Superintendent or desighee shall measure comparability in accordance
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with the above criteria and maintain records documenting the district's compliance. If any instances of
noncomparability are identified, the Superintendent or designee shall promptly implement adjustments as
needed to ensure comparability.

As a result of this
flexibility, the District may choose to temporarily suspend certain provisions of the following policy ar
administrative regulation that reflect those requirements. However, this flexibility does not affect or alter any
existing contract or bargaining agreement that the District may have in place. Thus, districts should examine the
terms of those contracts and agreements and consult with district legal counssl for additional guidance. Also see
BP 2210 - Administrative Discretion Regarding Board Policy.

The Governing Board believes that all students deserve an education that matches their abilities. The District
shall participate in the California Gifted and Talented Pupil Program in order to give gifted and talented students
opportunities to acquire skills and understanding at levels commensurate with their potential.

The Board shall approve a district plan for gifted and talented education (GATE), which meets criteria
established by the State Board of Education for program approval.

The District's program shall be designed to provide learning experiences across subjects and grade levels and
shall be aligned with and extend the state academic content standards and curriculum frameworks.

The Superintendent or designee shall establish procedures which ensure parent/guardian participation in
planning, evaluating and implementing the gifted and talented education program. (Education Code 52208)

These procedures will be located in the GATE curriculum guide that is provided to all classroom teachers and
principals.

The Board shall conduct an annual assessment of the gifted and talented program. (Education Code 52208)

The District's program shall be based on sound instructional theory and shall be adequately supported so that
English language learners can achieve results at the same academic level as their English-proficient peers in the
regular course of study.

The Board encourages staff to exchange information with staff in other districts and the county office of
education about programs, options, and strategies for English language learmners that succeed under various
demographic conditions.

The Superintendent or designee shall maintain procedures which provide for the identification, assessment, and
placement of English language learners and for their redesignation based on criteria adopted by the Board and
specified in administrative regulations.

To evaluate program effectiveness, the Superintendent or designee shall regularly examine program resduilts,
including reports of the English language learners' academic achievement, their progress towards proficiency in
English, and the progress of students who have been redesignated as fluent English proficient. The

Type of Instruction

Students who are English language learners shall be educated through "sheltered English immersion" or
"structured English immersion" during a temporary transition period not normally intended o exceed one year.
Nearly all of the classroom instruction in the District’s sheltered English immersion program shall be in English,
except for when clarification, explanation, and support are needed.

When an English language learner has acquired a reasonable level of English proficiency as measured by any of
the state-designated assessments approved by the Galifornia Department of Education or any locally developed
assessments and using other criteria developed by the District, he/she shall be transferred from a structured
English immersion classroom to an English language mainstream classraom in which the instruction is
"overwhelmingly" in English. (Education Code 305; 5 CCR 11301)

An English language learner has acquired a "reasonable level of English proficiency" when he/she has achieved
the following:

1. Early intermediate on CELDT,; and,

2. Below-basic or above on classroom and district assessments.

Upon the request of his/her parent/guardian, a student shall be placed in an English language mainstream
classroom. (5 CCR 11301)

Parental Exception Waivers
At any time during the school year, the parent/guardian of an English language learner may have his/her child
moved into an English language mainstream program.

Parent/guardian requests for waivers from Education Code 305 regarding placement in a sheltered English
immersion program shall be granted in accordance with faw and administrative regulation.

The principal shall consider all waiver requests. If the principal denies the waiver request, he/she shall provide a
written justification to the parent/guardian describing the reasons for the denial, A parent/guardian may appeal
the principal’s decision In writing to the Superintendent.
