School Hours:
School hours are 8:30 a.m.-2:43 p.m. Supervision will begin at 8:15 in the mornings and end at 3:00 in the

afternoons. The gates will open at 8:15 in the morning. There is no supervision before 8:15, Parents/Guardians



must stay with and supervise their child(ren) until supervision begins at 8:15. Students who arrive at 8:35
am or later will need be accompanied by a parent to check in at the front office. CDC is available to
families for before and after school care.

Class assignments:

Class assignments will be posted on the Parent Portal Demographics Screen after 5:30 pm on Thursday, August
22. Be sure to go to the Parent Portal at https://www.sbsd.k12.ca.us/Domain/1005) prior to August 22 to
complete the Student Data Confirmation process. You will not be able to view your child's teacher if that
process is not completed.

Please know that our staff is working diligently to ensure proper placement for each of our students. In order to
create balanced classes, parent requests for a specific teacher will not be accepted. SBSD policy supports the
efforts of our teachers and requires a two-week waiting period before any parent requests for placement changes
will be considered.

Mini Open House:

We will be having our Mini Open House on Friday, August 23rd, from 10:30 to 11:15. This is an opportunity
for students and parents to meet their new teachers and visit their classrooms. In addition o meeting your
classroom teacher, you will also have the opportunity to get information regarding volunteer opportunities, PTA,
Foundation, Boy's and Girl's Club, CDC, Dad's Club, and Mission 2 Save.

Kindergarten Information:

Kindergarten families will be getting a letter at our Mini Open House outlining procedures and appointment times
for our one-hour kindergarten “warm up” on Tuesday, August 27.

Teachers will be sharing critical
information that will help your child have a successful, productive school year. Childcare will not be provided at
Back to School Night, so be sure to plan accordingly.

Drop-Off and Pick-up Procedures/Traffic and Safety Procedures:

All classroom teachers will discuss Drop-Off and Pick-Up Procedures with their students on the first day of
school to familiarize them with the process and to clarify any questions.
